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As of March 19, 2008, Exchange access from Pine will be change. Please review this document. 

 

This document describes how to set up Pine using the UMCE Login Service to access your 

Exchange email account. 

 

1. Use SSH software to connect to the Login Service (login.itd.umich.edu). 

At the Unix prompt, type pine .

These settings have changed as of March 19, 2008. 

 

There are 2 ways to setup Pine. The first method uses GSSAPI and Kerberos pass-thru 

authentication. This requires that you logon to the login.itd.umich.edu server using your 

U-M Kerberos credentials AND that your Exchange mailbox is configured to use your 

UMROOT\uniqname user account. This will not work if your Exchange mailbox is 

configured with an ENGIN/uniqname user account. 

 

The second method is similar to how you used to be able to configure Pine with 

Exchange and will work with both ENGIN and UMROOT user accounts. The method 

uses Basic Authentication over SSL and will require a second logon to Active Directory
